The purpose of this study was to examine whether gender collective self-esteem would moderate the
relationship between perceived gender discrimination and belief in a just world (BJW) after controling the
effect of personal self-esteem. For this, we measured perceived gender discrimination, personal self-esteem,
gender collective self-esteem, and BJW in a sample of 300 women and conducted hierarchical regression
analysis. The results revealed that, after controlling the effect of personal self-esteem, gender collective
self-esteem moderated the association between perceived gender discrimination and BJW. That is, as
gender collective self-esteem became greater, the negative effect of perceived gender discrimination on
BJW decreased. In addition, we tested if four aspects of gender collective self-esteem (e.g. membership,
private, public, identity) moderated the relationship between perceived gender discrimination and BJW. It
was found that all of the four aspects except identity had significant moderating effects. Finally, we

discussed limitations, suggestions for future research and clinical implications.
